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The information in this leaflet is intended to help our patients to make the best use of our services.

Your Doctor
You may consult any doctor in the practice.  However, we feel that it is best if you consult your own doctor whenever possible.  If you are not sure who your doctor is, please ask the receptionist.

Appointments
All surgery consultations are by appointment.  Please call in, or telephone 633 2486 during surgery hours (see front page) or 633 1565 for appointments between 8.30am – 9.30am. Routine appointments can be arranged up to two weeks in advance.  In order to ensure that patients have no difficulty in seeing a doctor at short notice about a quarter of our appointment slots are reserved for same day booking – please try to phone between 8.30 and 10am.

House Visits
House visits are available to patients who are unfit to attend the surgery.  Please come to the surgery if possible. This allows the doctor more time and better facilities to deal with your problem.  When a home visit is necessary, it is a great help if the request can be made between 8.30am and 10.00am.

Out of Hours Calls - GEMS
Out of hours services are now provided by the Health Board, using the Glasgow Emergency Medical Services (GEMS).  From 6pm in the evening until 7.30 in the morning please telephone NHS 24, telephone 08454 24 24 24.  Further details are available on the NHS 24 website – www.nhs24.com

Repeat Prescriptions
If your doctor agrees, repeat prescriptions may be requested between normal consultations.  The practice computer is used to make the processing of repeat prescriptions more efficient and accurate.  Requests may be made by telephone (0141 633 1565 except between 9.30-830am when this line is for appointments only,) by letter or in person.  Requests made can be collected 48 hours later.  Repeat Prescriptions can be sent by post, if a S.A.E. is enclosed.

Access to Records
Our use of your personal health information is covered by a duty of confidentiality, and is regulated by the Data Protect Act.  The Date Protection Act gives you a number of rights in relation to how your personal information is used, including a right to access the information we hold about you.

Violence/Abuse

Actual or threatened violence, or offensive and abusive language towards any member of our practice team is not acceptable.  Should such occur the patient involved will be removed from our practice list and will be required to make other arrangements for his or her medical care.
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Your Personal Health Information

To provide you with the care you need, we hold the details of your consultation, illnesses, tests, prescriptions and other treatments that have been recorded by everyone involved in your care and treatment e.g. GP, Practice Nurse and Health Visitor.  This information may be stored on paper or electronically on computer files by the practice staff.

We sometimes disclose some of your personal health information with other organisations involved in your care.  For example, when your GP refers you to a specialist at the hospital we will send relevant details about you in the referral letter and receive information about you from them.  Our practice also participates in regional and national programmes such as cervical cytology screening service and your name and address, date of birth and health number will be given to them in order to send an invitation to you.

We need to use some of your personal health information for administrative purposes.  In order to receive payment for services provided to you, we have to disclose basic details about you to the NHS Board responsible for this area and to the Common Services Agency for the Scottish Health Service.  These organisations have a role in protecting public funds, and are authorized to check that payments are being properly made.  We are required to co-operate with these checks and the disclosure of your data is a necessary part of our provision of our healthcare services.

Sometimes, we may participate in studies that are designed to improve the way services are provided to you or to check that our performance meets required standards and benchmarks.  Whenever we take part in activities such as these we will ensure that as far as possible any details that may identify you are not disclosed.

We are sometimes involved in health research and the teaching of student nurses, doctors and other health professionals.  We will not disclose your personal health information for these purposes unless you have been informed beforehand and given your consent for us to do so.

Where you need a service jointly provided with a local authority we will seek your permission before giving them your details.

Loop system available
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Services Provided

The practice has a contract with Greater Glasgow Health Board to provide primary medical services to our patients.  We provide general medical care to all our patients who are ill or perceive themselves to be ill.  We also offer the following additional services: cervical cytology screening, contraceptive services, vaccinations and immunizations (though some travel immunizations are not available on the NHS and are therefore charged for), child health surveillance, maternity services and minor surgery.

In addition we offer periodic review of patients with the following chronic diseases:  coronary heart disease, stroke disease, high blood pressure, underactive thyroid gland, diabetes, mental illness, chronic obstructive airways disease, asthma and epilepsy.

Full details of all primary care services in the area can be obtained from Greater Glasgow Health Board, Dalian House, 350 St Vincent Street, Glasgow.  201 4444.

Child Health Surveillance

Young children will be invited for routine developmental and physical checks by the health visitor and doctor.

Child Immunisation

We strongly recommend full routine immunisations for young children.  Your health visitor will give you details of the normal schedule, and your children will be sent appointments through the Primary Care Trust computer scheme.  Please contact the surgery if you have not received an appointment by the time your baby is 2 months old.

Contraception
Contraceptive advice is available from all the doctors at any surgery.  The full range of contraceptive services is available at the practice.

Cervical Smears

These are recommended for all sexually active women aged from 20 to 60, usually every 3 years.  Appointments can be made with the practice nurses, or with your doctor at any surgery. Please mention when you phone that the appointment is for a smear.

Ante-natal Care

Appointments can be arranged with the doctor of your choice at any surgery, or alternatively at the Community Midwife clinic at the New Victoria Infirmary.
Mammography

This is offered every 3 years to all women aged from 50 to 64.
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Flu Immunisations

These are offered each year at about the end of September to all our patients over 65 years old and also to all patients with chronic illnesses such as diabetes or asthma.

Chaperones

In accordance with current good practice guidelines the doctors will offer the opportunity for a chaperone to be present at any sensitive medical examination.
